AAHA GIRLS SELECT DEVELOPMENT TRY-OUT and CAMP 2012
The AAHA is committed to developing female hockey players at all levels of the game. As a part of that commitment the AAHA will host the annual player development camp in late June for players who attend and are selected from the AAHA Select Camp Try-out in the spring. 

The try-out and camp are managed by the AAHA Female Player Development Director, Shelley Looney, and utilizes a staff of current NCAA coaches to select the top try-out performers from across the district. Players who are honored with selection to the development camp roster move on to attend the AAHA Select Development Camp. 
AAHA Girls Development Camp Try-out will be held at the Rinks at Warwick, Warwick, PA, from March 23rd through the 25th, 2012. Try-out selections are made from players grouped by individual birth year. Girls born in calendar years 1995, 1996, 1997, 1998 and 1999 are eligible to try-out and be selected to attend the camp. Total player selection is limited to 60 girls. 

Evaluation participation is encouraged for MAWHA coaches. Each year the AAHA and MAWHA invite coaches from member organizations to attend the Select Try-outs and assist in the evaluation process.

Attendance is limited to one coach per MAWHA member organization.

AAHA Girls Development Camp will be held at The Rinks at Warwick, Warwick, PA. Camp will take place June 28th through July 1st. Selected players will have the option to be housed in a hotel nearby under the supervision of camp staff or commute to camp daily. Details will be posted shortly.
USAH NATIONAL PLAYER DEVELOPMENT PROGRAM CAMP 2012

In addition to the AAHA Select Camp, girls who attend the try-out are evaluated for possible selection to the USA Hockey Player Development Program. 
The USAH Development Program will host camps for girls born in years, 1995 - (U17), 1996 – (U16), 1997 – (U15), 1998 – (U14). 
Player selections are limited as USA Hockey allocates a low number of roster spots by position and by birth year for each district across the country. Allocations have not been released by USAH. Final selections and numbers attending the NPDP are determined by USAH and allotments are subject to change, allocations have not yet been released by the national office.  
Camps are held July 11th through 17th, for U16 and U17 girls, and July 20th through 26th for the U14 and U15 girls in ST Cloud, MN.

All try-out results for both AAHA Select Camp and USAH Development Camp are posted on the AAHA website after try-outs are completed and at www.mawha.com or www.atlantic-district.org. 
Registrations for AAHA and NPDP – Once selections are completed registration information will be provided through the Rocky Mountain Registry.

AAHA 14U GIRLS DEVELOPMENT CAMP

This is a new AAHA camp intended to promote development at the younger levels for girls. The camp is being planned for August, 2012, at Warwick, PA, details to follow, posted to the AAHA and MAWHA website. 

Camp will be open to any player birth year 1998 or younger. Including those not selected to the AAHA Development Camp from the March try-out.

MULTI DISTRICT GOALTENDING CAMP
The AAHA is participating in the Multi-District Goaltending Camp hosted by the Mid-American District. Goaltenders not selected to the AAHA Development program will be offered one of four allotments to the goaltender only camp run by Mid-Am at Kent, Ohio, on the campus of Kent State University, July 1st through the 6th, 2012. Attendees are sponsored by the AAHA.
DISTRICT PLAY-OFFS 
March 9th through 11th, Ice Line, West Chester, PA
All TI and TII Divisions, (with the exception of 14U TI), will play round robin or best of three play-off format at the district tournament. 

There will be a play-in game for the 14U TI division at a location and time to be determined in cooperation with the teams involved.
AAHA SCREENING POLICY
The AAHA has implemented a new online background screening program in partnership with Acxiom Information Security Services, (Acxiom). Beginning with the playing season, (including Spring and Summer), all coaches, (head and assistants), officials, managers and other individuals who have routine access to children, (anyone under the age of the majority), must consent to be screened through Acxiom and complete the Acxiom screening process. Further, it is AAHA’s policy that all member associations affiliated with AAHA adopt this Screening Policy as a condition of their Affiliation.
The full policy as well as steps necessary to complete screening are posted on the AAHA Screening Policy webpage.

 If you are not sure whether or not you need to be screened go to the “Screening Database” on that web page.

Find for your name on the list, it will indicate if you need to be screened in the adjacent columns. If you are listed and there is nothing noted you are in compliance. 

If you cannot find your name, you are NOT screened and need to complete the screening process.
